Last spring, Idaho children living in KinCare with grandparents and other extended family members were invited to explore the meaning of family through poems, essays and drawings in the fourth annual My Family. My Story. art contest. On Friday, July 17th, the children’s art work will be celebrated across the state during Idaho KinCare Family Day, which was proclaimed by Idaho Gov. C.L. “Butch” Otter.
