Definitions:
· AAA: Area Agency on Aging

· OAA: Older Americans Act

· ICOA: Idaho Commission on Aging
Purpose:

To outline the process to transfer OAA funds between AAAs to meet service delivery shortfalls.
Scope:
The AAAs, through approval of their Advisory Councils and Umbrella Agency Boards, can recommend to ICOA transferring OAA funds to another AAA.
Procedures:
Annually, at the February ICOA Board meeting, the AAAs will provide a year-end projection outlining any potential service delivery shortfalls. If needs were identified, the AAAs would work with each other, obtain approval from their respective Advisory Councils and Umbrella Boards, and submit a formal recommendation (on AAA letterhead) to ICOA by or before the end of May. The AAAs would use the transfer sheet provided below. Funds must be within the following transfer parameters:
· Title IIID and IIIE can only be transferred into the same program.

· Title IIIB, IIIC1 and IIIC2 (40% between CIII1 and CIII2) and (30% from CIII1 and CIII2 to Title IIIB)
