	Congregate Meal Site Reimbursement

Definitions:
· ICOA: Idaho Commission on Aging.
· AAA: Area Agency on Aging.
· Meal Site: A contractor who provides congregate meals to seniors.
· Eligible participant: A consumer who meets the Idaho Senior Services Act and the Older Americans Act’s eligibility requirements to receive a meal from a congregate meal site. 

Purpose:
The purpose of this policy is to ensure that Congregate Meal Sites are reimbursed for all meals served to eligible participants. This policy also identifies the data that the AAAs are required to collect and enter into the ICOA’s approved management information system. 
Scope: 
Eligibility: No eligible participant can be denied a meal or charged for a meal for declining to complete the registration form.

The AAAs must reimburse Congregate Meal Sites for all participants who meet the following eligibility criteria:

· A person 60 years old or older. 
· An adult under 60 if spouse is 60 or older and receives a meal. 
· A person with a disability under 60 living in the home of a caregiver who is 60 or older. 
· A person under 60 providing volunteer services during the meal hours.
· A person residing in a housing facility occupied primarily by older individuals at which congregate nutrition services are provided. 
Anyone under the age of 60, who does not meet the above eligibility criteria, is allowed to participate in the meal program, but is required to pay the full cost of the meal.
Data Tracking: The AAAs will ensure that meal sites create a welcoming environment for all participants and will make every attempt to get the participant to complete the Congregate Meal Registration Form FO.NU.02 in ICOA’s Program Manual. 

The minimum data needed to add a person to ICOA’s management information system is the person’s name and birthdate. This will enable the AAA to include a participant on a future roster to track unduplicated counts. If an individual declines to complete the full registration form or the minimum data needed, a meal site representative should explain the importance of collecting the data, and if the individual still declines, the meal site representative should record the individual as a non-registered participant by completing the “Meal Site Office Use Only” section on the Congregate Meal Registration Form FO.NU.02.
